The Feasibility Study is evaluating corridors to build a shared-use path from John
Yarbrough Linear Park Trail in Fort Myers to Littleton Road in North Fort Myers using
the new eight-foot-wide sidewalk on the Caloosahatchee Bridge. The Feasibility Study
will identify on-road and off-road trail alternatives, which are specific locations for a
shared-use path along the corridor. The Feasibility Study will recommend a preferred
alternative based on a detailed evaluation. This project is expected to become part
of the Florida Department of Transportation’s Shared-Use Non-motorized (SUN) Trail
network.
